For the first and second years they study Personal Spiritual Life, 
Overview of the Old and New Testaments, Rules of Interpretation, Methods 
and Teaching Principles, Bringing Biblical Preaching and Pastoral Ministry, 
and Overview of Biblical Doctrine. These courses take place every Saturday 
in Abidjan.  I also do Pastor Refresher Sessions.
