Thank you for holding us up in prayer here in Uruguay during the end 
of 2023 and as the new year starts. What a wonderful way to celebrate 
the birth of our Lord Jesus Christ during our Christmas program in 
the church. We had a wonderful time of fellowship, testimonies, and 
learning from the Word of God. The children had a special class, and 
they really enjoyed it. They took home the story of Christmas and were 
encouraged to share the true meaning of Christmas with their families. 
Thank you for praying for those that have once attended church. We 

have seen one couple return, and they want to grow in the Lord.  Amen!  Only God can make that happen.

Children´s Summer Camp was a great success! We could tell right away many 
prayers were answered because we saw fruit in big and small things. Our church sent 
5 children to Camp in the city of Colonia (an hour away from Nueva Palmira), and 
for several of them it was the first time they stepped out of their hometown. What 
a victory that parents were as excited as the children and allowed them to go! Some 
people here live their whole lives in one town without seeing the need to travel or 
tour the surrounding areas. So, it was a huge adventure for Violeta, Yasmin, Braulio, 
Santiago and Belen to get to go to a “big” church and meet 70+ other kids who go to 
church and know God like they do! Children from 6 churches in the state of Colonia 

attended. Most of those churches are new churches that have been founded in the last 
5 years. They had so much fun during water games, puppet shows, and delicious meals. 
The teaching of the Word was clear. There were many moments of small group talks and 
one on one conversations with Bible teachers. We praise the Lord for good health for the 
children during this time and how they listened and understood the truths about God´s 
Word. Thank you for praying for these children as they make a huge impact in their homes. 
None of their families are saved yet, but we pray to God that one day we will see each 

whole family in church. We were blessed to have served in several areas during the week: directing the Camp, administration, 
leading songs, bus route to pick up/drop off children, one-on-one conversations with children, kitchen, and other areas.

We 
know that the work is from the Lord, and He will 
perfect it more every day. 

We want to share the testimony of Maria. She was a very depressed person.  Years ago, she had a traffic accident where a 
vehicle collided with her from behind, and the impact caused trauma. She lost consciousness and injured her feet.  Since 
then, she has had to walk with the help of a walker, and it is difficult for her to move around. 

Maria was invited to church, and finally, one 
cold and rainy day, she came to church.   It was 
difficult for her to get into the building, since we 
have stairs.  Still, she came in.  That day, she heard 
the Word for the first time and received Christ 
as her Savior.  Ever since that day, she hasn’t 
stopped coming to the church. The way she tells 
her testimony is impactful.  She reads her Bible 
every day, and she has started to study the Bible in 
a discipleship class. Please pray for her and for her 

son who lives with her. He has not yet come to the church, nor is he willing to listen.  Without a doubt, sister Maria is a light 
in her home. 

Thank God, our group of children is growing in number, and they are growing spiritually.  Most children come from broken 
families, yet they are standing firm for the Lord.  It’s hard to see little ones going through sad situations, but we know that 
God has great things for them.  This summer, we are planning on taking this group to Summer Camp in Colonia.  Please 
pray that their parents would allow them to go.
